· Due to the annual discount membership there are no refunds for missed days 
· Missed days can be made up on the other day of ice if are only registered for one day per week.
Volunteer and Fundraiser guidelines:

We have no scheduled fundraisers. 

Every Adult is expected to help taking pads on and off at each session.   If everyone helps out, we can have more time to skate.  

We have several other jobs that need to be handled throughout the season.  If everyone can pitch in, we can have a club that runs smoothly.  Please see me with ways you can help.

Skate Rentals:

We have club skates and are able to rent them on a seasonal basis on a first come, first serve basis.  

· Rental fee for new skates is $100 per season with a $300 refundable deposit when skates are returned in same condition minus normal wear and tear. 

· Blade only rental is $50 per season with a $250 refundable deposit when blades are returned in same condition.

· Per session rental: $2.00 (boots and blades; boots or blades)
· Seasonal rental prerequisite:  Must be registered for a Pre-Pay Plan

Additional Dues:

Due to insurance purposes, each skater is now required to have the following dues paid on or before the first session of ice: 
· Wolverine Speedskating Membership: $20 Adult, $10 Child, $25 Family (Pay with registration) (US and Canadian Members)
· Michigan Speedskating Association Membership: $10 Youth/ $20 Adult (Pay with registration) (US Members Only)
· US Speedskating Association Membership (US Members Only)(register online at USspeedskating.org): $55 (Individual Membership); $30 (1st year Member); $55 (Coaches, Officials) Provide membership number on first day of skating.
Equipment Needed:

· Bike or hockey helmet

· Thin dress socks or SD Skate socks http://www.sdskates.com/
· Shin Guards (softball shin/knee pads work great.  They are combined in a sock and are soft so that they don’t restrict movement.
· Knee Guards

· Neck Guard

· Gloves (leather preferred)
· Sweat Pants or Skin pants or Skin Suit 
· Skates (Rentals or please allow 3-4 weeks for new skates ordered through Club at discount)
· Sweatshirt

Problems that may arise and how to fix them:

· If your child’s ankles are bending in or wobbly while skating, we strongly recommend the insert: Morton’s Foot.  They can be purchased online at http://www.mortonsfoot.com/.   This is not the same as a simple Dr Scholl’s so it is a bit more expensive but well worth it.  It works much better than a regular orthotic or insole.  
· If your child is getting a blister or his/her skates hurt a bit please think about purchasing http://www.ezeefitsports.com/.  They help a great deal.   Dave can also see if bumping out a small bit is possible.   Blister buster band aides are also good.
· Hand and toe warmers are in the cabinet for you or your child’s use during skating.  Please ask Dave for a packet or grab a packet when you get your skates if your child gets cold during practice.  

· Your skates need sharpening every couple of weeks.  Please check them each time you skate.  If they need sharpening, please ask Dave Rondot to arrange to have them sharpened for a charge of $4.   If you would prefer to do it yourself, please consult with Dave to make sure that you know the correct way to sharpen so that we preserve the blades as long as possible.  You are responsible for your rental skate blades returning in good shape.  Once I get your $100 rental check, I will make sure that they are sharpened and have soakers and guards for your use for the season.
· Skates can be purchased from Mario at Special Equipment http://www.specialequipment.com/ or from Kim at TheSkateNowShop. http://www.theskatenowshop.com/Skin-Suits.html.   Feel free to see if they will give you a small discount.  If they can, they will.  We encourage you to purchase the best blades you can afford.  They will last for a few years and they will be much easier to sharpen and you will skate much better.   Make sure that you ask for them to be bent, rockered and sharpened prior to him sending them to you.   At this time we DO NOT recommend Apex Skates.   

· Skin Suits can be purchased from Kim at The Skate Now Shop http://www.theskatenowshop.com/Skin-Suits.html.  They also have a host of other protective gear.  Please shoot me an email if you are interested in any of the other protective gear and I can share my thoughts on which are the best.
